10 DIGIT  D IALING  STARTS FEBRUARY 26 

OMAHA, Neb. (AP) _  
Nebraskans who live in the 
402 area code on the east-
ern end of the state will 
soon be required to dial all 
10 digits for all their calls. 
The new requirement takes 
effect on Feb. 26 to help 
prepare for the new 531 
area code. Utilities and state 

officials are working to re-
mind people about the 
change, which has been in 
the works for several years. 
Previously, area codes were 
only required when making 
long distance calls. But the 
new 531 area code is being 
added to the same geo-
graphic area already cov-

ered by the 402 code. 
When officials run out of 
numbers in the 402 area 
code, they will begin issuing 
531 numbers.  
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The critical ingredient is 
getting off your butt and 
doing something. It's as 
simple as that. A lot of peo-
ple have ideas, but there are 
few who decide to do some-
thing about them now.
